The Blog Portfolio!!!

By Thursday, April 27, you must turn a blog portfolio in to me. The portfolio must include five blog posts, including at least:

-One rhetorical analysis

-One free post

-One response (to a peer’s free post OR analysis)

The other two entries to your portfolio can be from any of the above categories. 

You are allowed, and even encouraged, to make revisions to your blog posts for this portfolio. Revisions can be extensive and based on feedback you got from me and your peers. At the very least, polish all of your entries and take care of those nasty typos and signs of sloppiness. The portfolio is meant to be a final product. If you have made heavy revisions to a piece, please include the original post and/or my comments on the original post. You can label it “Original post” or something like that.
Please include a cover letter addressed to me (about 1 pg long) describing the work contained within your portfolio. If you’ve learned something from posting to blogs, you may include a discussion of that. If you’ve changed your mind about them, feel you’ve gotten better at posting, gotten to know your classmates better, etc., you can include that information, too. Please include in the letter the grade you think you deserve on this portfolio and your reasoning behind that assertion. Have fun with the letter! But unlike your cover letters for other assignments, this one is part of your portfolio package; in other words, it counts towards your portfolio grade. In addition to the cover letter, you’re welcome to provide mini-introductions for each post, but this is not required.  

You may turn in your portfolio online (public) or on paper (private). The directions differ slightly:

Online: Make your cover letter a post to your blog. Please include your blog entries at end of your post as links titled something logical. Test these links after you make your post. Send me the url to your final portfolio post via email by classtime on Thursday. 

On paper: Print out the five posts that you want to include in your portfolio. For the response post(s) you include in your portfolio, please also print out the original post(s) from your peer. Don’t forget the original posts or my comments to showcase your revisions. Put your cover letter on top of your stapled or paperclipped packet of posts. Bring the packet to me in class on Thursday. 

If you turn in your portfolio online, I will respond via email. If you turn in your portfolio on paper, I will hand back your paper portfolio with comments in class. 

NOTE: If you have missed more than one blog post or response throughout the semester, I reserve the right to dock your final portfolio grade accordingly.
